PARTIES AGREE AS FOLLOWS:

DEFINITIONS

1.

In this Agreement:

“Agency” means a public agency including an authority, board, commission,
corporation or council.

“Agreement” or “Master Agreement” or “this Agreement” means the Midwifery
Master Agreement made between the Government and the Midwifery Special
Committee and the MABC for the period April 10, 2008 to March 31, 2010.

“College of Midwives of BC” or “CMBC” or “College” means the regulatory
body for the profession of Midwifery as established under the Health Professions
Act [RSBC 1996] Chapter 183 [hereinafter the Health Professions Act].

“Dispute” means a difference between the Parties over the interpretation,
application or operation of this Agreement or another agreement as described in
Sections 22 -28 inclusive.
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
